Adv�ce for recycl�ng your old appl�ance

Warn �ngs and general adv �ce
Do not plug �n the appl�ance �f you not�ced a 

fa�lure.
The repa�rs must be done only by qual�f�ed 

personel. 
In the follow�ng s�tuat�ons please unplug the 

appl�ance from the ma�ns:
- when you defrost completely the appl�ance;
- when you clean the appl�ance.
To unplug the appl�ance, pull by the plug, 
not by the cable!

Ensure the m�n�mum space between the 
appl�ance and the wall aga�nst wh�ch �t �s 
placed.

Do not cl�mb on the appl�ance.
Do not allow the ch�ldren to play or h�de 

�ns�de the appl�ance.
Never use electr�c appl�ances �ns�de the 

freezer, for defrost�ng.
Do not use the appl�ance near heat�ng 

appl�ances, cookers or other sources of  heat 
and f�re.

Do not leave the freezer door open more 
than �t �s necessary to put �n or take out the 
food. 

Do not leave the food �n the appl�ance �f �t �s 
not work�ng.

Do not keep �ns�de products conta�n�ng 
flammable or explos�ve gases.

Do not keep �ns�de f�zzy dr�nks (ju�ce, 
m�neral water, champagne, etc.) �n the 
freezer: the bottle can explode! Do not freeze 
dr�nks �n plast�c bottles.

Do not eat �ce cubes or �cecream 
�mmed�ately after hav�ng taken them out of the 
freezer because they may cause „freezer 
burns”.

Never touch cold metal parts or frozen food 
w�th wet hands because your hands can 
qu�ckly freeze on the very cold surfaces.

For the protect�on of the appl�ance dur�ng 
warehous�ng and transport, �t �s prov�ded w�th 
spacers between the door and the cab�net (�n 
the front and rear s�de). These spacers w�ll be 
removed before putt�ng the appl�ance �nto 
operat�on.

Excess depos�t of �ce on the frame and the 
baskets should be removed regularly w�th the
plast�c scraper prov�ded. Do not use any
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metal parts to remove the �ce.
The presence of th�s �ce bu�ld-up makes 
�mposs�ble to close the door correctly.

If you do not use your appl�ance for a few 
days, �t �s not adv�sable to sw�tch �t off. If you 
do not use �t for a longer per�od, please 
proceed as follows :
- unplug the appl�ance;
- empty the freezer;
- defrost �t and clean �t;
- leave the door open to avo�d the format�on of 
unpleasant smells.

If the supply cord �s damaged, �t must be 
replaced by the manufacturer, �ts serv�ce 
agent or s�m�larly qual�f�ed persons �n order to 
avo�d a hazard.

If your appl�ance has a lock, keep �t locked 
and store the key �n a safe place, out of the 
reach of ch�ldren. If you are d�scard�ng an 
appl�ance w�th lock, make sure that, �s made 
�neffect�ve. Th�s �s very �mportant so as to 
avo�d ch�ldren be�ng trapped �ns�de, wh�ch 
may cause the�r loss of l�fe. 

Sett �ng up
Th�s appl�ance was des�gned to operate at an 
amb�ent temperature between +100C and 
+430C (SN-T class). If the amb�ent 
temperature �s above +430C, �ns�de the
appl�ance the temperature can �ncrease.
Set up the appl�ance far from any source of 
heat and f�re. Plac�ng �t �n a warm room, the 
d�rect exposure to sunbeams or near a heat 
source (heaters, cookers, ovens), w�ll 
�ncrease the energy consumpt�on and shorten 
the product l�fe.

Please observe the follow�ng m�n�mun 
d�stances:

100 cm from the cookers work�ng w�th 
coal or o�l;
150 cm from the electr�c and gas 
cookers.

Ensure the free c�rculat�on of the a�r around 
the appl�ance, by observ�ng the d�stances 
shown �n Item 2.     

Place the appl�ance �n a perfectly even, dry 
and well vent�lated place.
Assemble the suppl�ed accessor�es.

Electr �c connect �on
Your appl�ance �s �ntended to operate at a 
s�ngle-phase voltage of 230V/50 Hz. Before 
plugg�ng �n the appl�ance, please make sure 
that the parameters of the ma�ns �n your house 
(voltage, currect type, frequency) comply to the 
operat�on parameters of the appl�ance.

The �nformat�on concern�ng the supply voltage 
and the absorbed power �s g�ven on the mark�ng 
label placed �n the back s�de of the freezer.

The electr�c �nstallat�on must comply w�th 
the law requ�rements.

The earth�ng of the appl�ance �s 
compulsory. The manufacturer has no 
respons�b�l�ty for any damage to persons, 
an�mals or goods wh�ch may ar�se from 
the fa�lure to observe the spec�f�ed 
cond�t�ons.  

The appl�ance �s endowed w�th a supply 
cord and a plug (European type, marked 
10/16A) w�th double earth�ng contact for 
safety. If the socket �s not the same type w�th 
the plug, please ask a spec�al�sed electr�c�an 
to change �t. 

Do not use extens�on p�eces or mult�ple 
adapters.

Hot Surface Warn�ng!
S�de walls of your product �s equ�pped w�th
refr�gerant p�pes to �mprove the cool�ng
system. Refr�gerant w�th h�gh temperatures
may flow through these areas, result�ng �n hot
surfaces on the s�de walls. Th�s �s normal and
does not need any serv�c�ng. Please pay
attent�on wh�le touch�ng these areas.

Sw �tch �ng off 
The sw�tch�ng off must be poss�ble by tak�ng 
the plug out of the socket or by means of a 
ma�ns two-poles sw�tch placed before the 
socket.  

Operat �on
Before putt�ng �nto operat�on, clean the �ns�de 
of the appl�ance (see chapter „Clean�ng").
After f�n�sh�ng th�s operat�on please plug 
�n the appl�ance, adjust the thermostat 
knob to an average pos�t�on. The green and 
red LEDs �n the s�gnall�ng block must l�ght. 
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Leave the appl�ance work for about 2 
hours w�thout putt�ng food �ns�de �t. 
The freez�ng of the fresh food �s poss�ble 
after m�n. 20 hours of operat�on.

(Item. 1)

1. Door
2. Door handle
3. Thermostat box
4. Basket
5. Feet

Freezer operat �on
Temperature adjustment
The temperature of the freezer �s adjusted by 
means of the knob assembled on the 
thermostat (�tem. 3), pos�t�on „MAX” be�ng the 
lowest temperature. 
The ach�eved temperatures can vary 
accord�ng to the cond�t�ons of use of the 
appl�ance, such as: place of the appl�ance, 
amb�ent temperature, frequency of door 
open�ng, extent of f�ll�ng w�th food of the 
freezer. The pos�t�on of the thermostat knob 
w�ll change accord�ng to these factors. 
Normally, for an amb�ent temperature of 
approx. 320C, the thermostat w�ll be adjusted 
on an average pos�t�on.

The s�gnall�ng system �s placed on the back 
s�de of the freezer (Item 4).
It �ncludes:
1. Thermostat adjustment knob – the �ns�de

temperature �s adjusted.
2. green LED – shows that the appl�ance �s

suppl�ed w�th electr�c energy.
3. red LED – damage – l�ghts �f the

temperature �n the freezer �s too h�gh. The
LED w�ll operate 15-45 m�nutes after the
putt�ng �nto operat�on of the freezer, then �t
must go off. If the LED goes on dur�ng the
operat�on, th�s means that defects have
occurred.

4. LED Orange – fast freeze funct�on
act�vated – by sett�ng the knob to
Superfreeze pos�t�on   the orange led goes
on, show�ng that the appl�ance entered
�nto the "fast freeze" mode. 
The three LEDs g�ve �nformat�on about the 
mode of operat�on of the freezer.

- For freez�ng the fresh food please use the
suppl�ed baskets of the appl�ance.
- Do not place �nto the freezer a too large
quant�ty of food at a t�me. The qual�ty  of the
food �s best kept �f they are deeply frozen as
qu�ckly as poss�ble. Th�s �s why �t �s adv�sable
not to exceed the freez�ng capac�ty of the
appl�ance spec�f�ed  �n the " Product F�che”.
- The fresh food must not come �nto contact
w�th the food already frozen.
- The frozen food you have bought can be
placed �nto the freezer w�thout hav�ng to adjust
the thermostat.
- If the freez�ng date �s not ment�oned on the
pack�ng, please take �nto cons�derat�on a
per�od of max. 3 months, as a general gu�de.
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Adv�ce for food conservat�on
The freezer �s �ntended to keep the frozen 
food for a long t�me, as well as to freeze fresh 
food.  
One of the ma�n elements for a successful  
food freez�ng �s the pack�ng.  
The ma�n cond�t�ons that the pack�ng must
fulf�ll are the follow�ng: to be a�rt�ght, to be
�nert towards the packed food, to res�st to low
temperatures, to be proof to l�qu�ds, grease, 
water vapours, smells, to be able to be
washed. 
These cond�t�ons are fulf�lled by the follow�ng 
types of pack�ngs: plast�c or alum�n�um f�lm, 
plast�c and al�m�n�um vessels, waxed 
cardboard glasses or plast�c  glasses.

Freez�ng w�th Superfrost
• Place the knob to super frost pos�t�on. The
Superfrost lamp comes on.
• Wa�t 24 hours.
• Before plac�ng the fresh food �n the freezer
do not forget to change the knob �nto prev�ous
pos�t�on.

Important
When you place the knob to Superfrost
pos�t�on, the compressor m�ght not sw�tch 
on for a few m�nutes. Th�s �s due to the 
�ntegrated r�se-delay sw�tch wh�ch �s 
des�gned to �ncrease the l�fe span of the 
refr�gerat�on un�t.

You should not sw�tch on the Superfrost 
funct�on:
- when plac�ng frozen food �n the freezer;
- when freez�ng up to approx. 2 kg fresh food
da�ly.

Defrost �ng of the app l �ance
We adv�se you to defrost the freezer at

least tw�ce a year or when the �ce layer has an
excess�ve th�ckness.

The �ce bu�ld-up �s a normal phenomenon.
The quant�ty and the rap�d�ty of �ce bu�ld-

up depends on the amb�ent cond�t�ons and on
the frequency of the door open�ng.

We adv�se you to defrost the appl�ance
when the quant�ty of frozen food �s the least.

Before defrost�ng, adjust the thermostat
knob to a h�gher pos�t�on  so that the food
stores more cold.

- Unplug the appl�ance.
- Take out the frozen food, wrap �t �n several
sheets of paper and put them �n refr�gerator or
a cool place.
For a fast thaw please leave the door
open.

Ins �de clean �ng
Before start�ng the clean�ng, unplug the 
appl�ance from the ma�ns.

It �s adv�sable to clean the appl�ance when
you defrost �t.

Wash the �ns�de w�th lukewarm water
where you add some neutral detergent. Do
not use soap, detergent, gasol�ne or acetone
wh�ch can leave a strong odour.

W�pe w�th a wet sponge and dry w�th a soft
cloth.
Dur�ng th�s operat�on, avo�d the excess of
water, �n order to prevent �ts entrance �nto the
thermal �nsulat�on of the appl�ance, wh�ch
would cause unpleasant odours.
Do not forget to clean also the door gasket
espec�ally the bellow r�bs, by means of a
clean cloth.

Outs �de clean �ng
Clean the outs�de of the freezer by means

of a sponge soaked �n soapy warm water,
w�pe w�th a soft cloth and dry.

The clean�ng of the outs�de part of the
refr�gerat�ng c�rcu�t (motorcompressor,
condenser, connect�on tubes) w�ll be done
w�th a soft brush or w�th the vacuum-cleaner.
Dur�ng th�s operat�on, please take care not to
d�stort the tubes or   detach the cables.
Do not use scour�ng or abras�ve mater�als !

After hav�ng f�n�shed the clean�ng, replace
the accessor�es at the�r places and plug �n the
appl�ance.
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Do not use sharp metal objects to remove 
the �ce. 
Do not use ha�rdr�ers or other electr�c 
heat�ng appl�ances for defrost�ng.

Defects f�nd�ng gu�de
The appl�ance does not work.

There �s a power fa�lure.
The plug of the supply cord �s not �nserted 
well �nto the socket.
The fuse �s blown.
The thermostat �s �n „OFF” pos�t�on.

The temperatures are not low enough(red 
LED on).

The food prevents the door clos�ng.
The appl�ance was not placed correctly.
The appl�ance �s placed too close to a heat 
source.
The thermostat knob �s not �n the correct 
pos�t�on.

Excess�ve �ce bu�ld-up 
The door was not closed properly.

The follow�ng are not defects
Poss�ble nodd�ngs and cracks  com�ng from 
the product: c�rculat�on of the refr�gerant �n 
the system.
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No �ses dur �ng operat �on
In order to keep the temperature at the value 
you have adjusted, the compressor of the 
appl�ance starts per�od�cally.
The no�ses wh�ch can be heard �n such 
s�tuat�on are normal.
They are redced as soon as the appl�ance 
reaches the operat�on temperature.
The humm�ng no�se �s made by the 
compressor. It can become a l�ttle stronger 
when the compressor starts.
The bubbl�ng and gurgl�ng no�ses com�ng from 
the refr�gerant c�rculat�ng �n the p�pes of the 
appl�ance, are normal operat�ng no�ses. 

Warn�ng !
Never try to repa�r yourself the appl�ance or �ts 
electr�c components. Any repa�r made by an 
unauthor�sed person �s dangerous for the user 
and can result �n the warranty cancellat�on.
