Points to be paid attention

to when the relocation of the

refrigerator

1. Your refrigerator should be
unplugged.Before transportation
of your refrigerator, it should
be emptied and cleaned.

2. Before it is re-packaged,
shelves, accessories, crisper, etc.
inside your refrigerator should
be fixed with adhesive tape and
secured against impacts. Package
should be bound with a thick
tape or sound ropes and the
transportation rules on the package
should be strictly observed.

3. Original packaging and
foam materials should be kept for
future transportations or moving.

Before you start the refrigerator,
Check the following before you
start to use your refrigerator:

4. Clean the interior of the
refrigerator as recommended in the
“Maintenance and cleaning” section.

5. Connect the plug of the
refrigerator to the wall socket.
When the fridge door is opened,
fridge internal lamp will turn on.

6. When the compressor starts to

operate, a sound will be heard. The
liquid and gases sealed within the

refrigeration system may also give rise

to noise, even if the compressor is
not running and this is quite normal.

7. Front edges of the refrigerator

may feel warm. This is normal.
These areas are designed to be
warm to avoid condensation.

Electrical connection

Connect your product to a grounded

socket which is being protected by a
fuse with the appropriate capacity.
Important:

The connection must be in compliance

with national regulations.

The power plug must be easily
accessible after installation.

Electrical safety of your refrigerator
shall be guaranteed only if the
earth system in your house
complies with standards.

The voltage stated on the label
located at left inner side of
your product should be equal
to your network voltage.

Extension cables and multi plugs
must not be used for connection.



/N A damaged power cable must be
replaced by a qualified electrician.

Disposing of the packaging

The packing materials may be
dangerous for children.

3. Your product requires adequate
air circulation to function efficiently. If
the product will be placed in an alcove,
remember to leave at least 5 cm
clearance between the product and
the ceiling, rear wall and the side walls.

4. |[f the product will be placed in
an alcove, remember to leave at least
5 cm clearance between the product
and the ceiling, rear wall and the side
walls. Check if the rear wall clearance
protection component is present at its
location (if provided with the product).
If the component is not available, or if
it is lost or fallen, position the product
so that at least 5 cm clearance shall
be left between the rear surface of
the product and the wall of the room.
The clearance at the rear is important
for efficient operation of the product.

5. Do not place your product on
the materials such as rug or carpet.

6. Place your refrigerator on an
even floor surface to prevent jolts.
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Adjusting the legs

If your refrigerator is unbalanced;

You can balance your refrigerator by
turning its front legs as illustrated in the
figure. The corner where the leg exists is
lowered when you turn in the direction
of black arrow and raised when you
turn in the opposite direction. Taking
help from someone to slightly lift the
refrigerator will facilitate this process.

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Changing the illumination
lamp

To change the Bulb/LED used for
illumination of your refrigerator, call your
AuthorisedService.

The lamp(s) used in this appliance
is not suitable for household room
illumination. The intended purpose of
this lamp is to assist the user to place
foodstuffs in the refrigerator/freezer in
a safe and comfortable way.The lamps
used in this appliance have to withstand
extreme physical conditions such as
temperatures below -20 °C.

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3 Preparation

for a freestanding appliance; ‘this
refrigerating appliance is not intended
to be used as a built-in appliance’ ;

Your refrigerator should be installed at
least 30 cm away from heat sources
such as hobs, ovens, central heater
and stoves and at least 5 cm away
from electrical ovens and should not
be located under direct sunlight.

The ambient temperature of the room
where you install your refrigerator
should at least be 10°C. Operating
your refrigerator under cooler
conditions is not recommended

with regard to its efficiency.

Please make sure that the interior of
your refrigerator is cleaned thoroughly.

If two refrigerators are to be installed
side by side, there should be at least
2 cm distance between them.

When you operate your refrigerator
for the first time, please observe
the following instructions

during the initial six hours.

The door should not be
opened frequently.

[t must be operated empty
without any food in it.

Do not unplug your refrigerator. If
a power failure occurs out of your
control, please see the warnings
in the “Recommended solutions
for the problems” section.

Original packaging and foam
materials should be kept for future
transportations or moving.
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The baskets/drawers that are
provided with the chill compartment
must always be in use for low
energy consumption and for

better storage conditions.

Food contact with the temperature
sensor in the freezer compartment
may increase energy consumption
of the appliance. Thus any contact
with the sensor(s) must be avoided.

In some models, the instrument panel
automatically turns off 5 minutes

after the door has closed. It will

be reactivated when the door has
opened or pressed on any key.

Due to temperature change as a
result of opening/closing the product
door during operation, condensation
on the door/body shelves and

the glass containers is normal

Since hot and humid air will not
directly penetrate into your product
when the doors are not opened,
your product will optimize itself in
conditions sufficient to protect your
food. In this energy saving function,
functions and components such

as compressor, fan, heater, defrost,
lighting, display and so on will operate
according to the needs to consume
minimum energy while maintaining
the freshness of your foodstuff.

In case of multiple options are present
glass shelves must be placed so that
the air outlets at the backwall are

not blocked, prefably air outlets are
remaining below the glass shelf. This
combination may help impoving air
distribution and energy efficiency.

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1. Power Failure / High
temperature / Error status
indicator

This indicator &) illuminates in case
of power failure, high temperature and
error warnings.

When the temperature of the freezer
compartment is heated up to a
critical level for the frozen food, the
maximum value reached by the freezer
compartment temperature flashes on
the digital indicator.

Check the food in
compartment.

This is not a malfunction. The warning
may be deleted by pressing any button
or on high temperature alarm off button.
(Cancelling by pressing any button is
not applicable for every model.)

This indicator () illuminated when
a sensor failure occurs, too. When
this indicator is illuminated, “E” and
figures such as “1,2,3...” are displayed
alternatively on the temperature
indicator. These figures on the indicator
inform the service personnel about the
error.

2. Energy saving (display off)

When the doors of the product are not
opened or closed, the energy saving
function is activated automatically and
the energy saving icon lights up. (&%)

Water Dispenser

(in some models)

Water dispenser is a very useful
feature based on reaching cold water
without opening the door of your
refrigerator. As you will not have to
open your refrigerator door frequently,
you will have saved energy.

Using the water spring

Push the arm of the water dispenser
with your glass. The dispenser will
cease operating once you release the
arm.

When operating the water dispenser,
maximum flow can be obtained by
pressing the arm fully. Please remember
that the amount of flow from the
dispenser is subject to the degree you
press the arm.

As the level of the water in your glass/
container rises, slightly lessen the
pressure on the arm to prevent the
overspill. If you slightly press the arm,
the water will drop; this is quite normal
and not a failure.
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Filling the water dispenser water
tank

Water tank filling reservoir is located
inside the door rack. Open the reservoir
cover and fill in clean potable water.

Sliding body shelf can be moved to left

Humidity controlled crisper feature
keeps the humidity of vegetables and
fruits under control and allows keeping
the food fresh for a much longer time.

We recommend you to place
vegetables with leaves such as lettuce,
spinach and vegetables vulnerable
to humidity loss not vertical on their
roots but horizontal in the crispers.

While placing the vegetables consider
their weight and place the heavy and
solid vegetable to the bottom, light
and soft vegetables to the top.

Do not leave vegetables within
plastic bags in the crispers. Leaving
vegetables in plastic bags will
make them spoail in a very short
time. If it is required to separate
vegetables for hygienic purposes,
then use porous paper packing
materials instead of plastic bags.

Do not place fruits, mainly apple
and also pear, apricot, peach
etc. which produce ethylene gas
together with other vegetables-
fruits in the same crisper. The
ethylene produced by these fruits
will cause other vegetables-fruits
to mature rapidly and then cause
them to spoil in a shorter time.
