5.2 Connecting to the water supply

To prevent dirt (sand, clay, rust, etc.) from

the city network or your water supply sys-

tem from damaging the dishwasher and

your dishes, we recommend installing a fil-

ter on the water inlet.

Maximum allowable water inlet temperat-

ure:

+ With AquaSafe+ feature containing mod-
els, itis 60 °C.

+ Up to 25 °C for other models.

5.4 Adjusting the feet

If the door of the product does not close
properly or shakes when you push it gently
with your hand, this means that the feet are
not adjusted. Adjust the feet of the product
as shown in the installation manual sup-
plied with the product.

Hot steam may escape if the dish-
washer door is not adjusted prop-
erly. Serious burns can cause injury
and damage your furniture.

6.1 Considerations for energy sav-
ing

The following information will help you to

use the product in an ecological and en-

ergy-saving way.

Remove all coarse waste before placing the

dishes in the dishwasher.

It is not recommended to pre-clean

@ the dishes before loading them into
the dishwasher as this will con-
sume energy and water.

Washing the dishes in the dish-
@ washer consumes less energy and
water than washing them by hand.

Start the dishwasher after it is fully loaded.
Pay attention to the "Cycle Information and
Average Consumption Table" when select-
ing a cycle.

Do not use more detergent than recom-
mended on the detergent packaging.

6.2 Water softening system

The dishwasher is equipped with a special
water softening system that reduces the
hardness of the mains water. This system
softens the water to the level required for
washing dishes to the desired quality.

Mains water must be softened if its
@ hardness is above 7°dH. Otherwise

hardness ions will accumulate on

the washing utensils and may af-

fect the washing, rinsing and drying
performance of the dishwasher.

Setting the water softening system
Washing efficiency will be improved when
the water softening system is set correctly.
Read the section on adjusting the water
softening system first.

Regeneration of the water softening sys-
tem can take place in all cycles during the
drying step. When regeneration is per-
formed, the duration of the cycle, energy
and water consumption are increased. For
the regeneration process, the table below
shows the frequency of the regeneration
process, maximum additional time, water
and energy consumption depending on the
water consumption for the Eco 50 °C cycle
when the dishwasher is operated under
standard conditions with a water supply of
14 dH.

6.3 Adjusting the Water Softening
System

When the water softening system is adjus-
ted correctly, the washing, rinsing and dry-
ing performance of your dishwasher will in-
crease.

NOTICE! To adjust the system, first learn
your water hardness level from the au-
thorized service in your area and adjust
it as follows.

After determining the water hardness:

1 With the door closed, turn on your ma-
chine with the On/Off button and enter the
Sub-Menu by pressing the On/Off and P2
program buttons simultaneously for 3
seconds.

2. Press the P2 program key to move to the
“r" position on the screen.

3. Set to the appropriate level by selecting
one of the “r:1”, “r:2”, “r:3", “r:4” or “r:5" posi-
tions with the P3 program key.

4. Exit the settings menu by pressing the
On/Off button for 3 seconds. Your settings
will be saved automatically.

Make the same hardness level that you set
on the control panel with the regeneration
setting switch. For example, if the setting
you made on the control panel is 3, set the
regeneration setting switch to 3 as well.
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+ If the hardness of the water you use is
above 50° dH (French hardness) or if you
use well water, it is recommended that
you use filters and water purification
devices.

+ If the hardness of the water you use is
below 7°dH, you do not need to use salt
in your dishwasher. In this case, the "Salt
Deficiency Warning Indicator" on the con-
trol panel of your machine will be con-
stantly lit.

« If your water hardness setting is at level
1, the “Salt Deficiency Warning Indicator”
will remain on continuously even though
you do not need to use salt. If you use
salt in this position, salt will not be con-
sumed and the lamp will not light up.

NOTICE! In case of moving, you need to

re-adjust the water hardness setting of

your machine according to the water
hardness of the place you are moving to,
taking into account the information
given above. If the water hardness set-
ting has been made in your machine be-
fore, the last water hardness setting will
be shown on your machine's screen.

6.4 Filling the salt

The water softening system must be re-
newed in order for the dishwasher to oper-
ate at the same performance at all times.
Dishwasher salt is used for this purpose.

Only use special softening salt for
use in dishwashers.

It is recommended to use granu-

@ lated or powdered softening salts in
the water softening system. Do not
use salts such as table salt and
rock salt that do not dissolve com-
pletely in water. Otherwise, the per-
formance of the system may deteri-
orate over time.

The salt compartment fills with wa-
ter when you switch on the dish-
washer. Therefore, fill the salt com-

partment before starting the dish-
washer.

1. Initially remove the lower basket to
load softening salt.

2. Open the salt compartment lid by turn-
ing it anti-clockwise (A).

Only add 1 litre of water to the salt
compartment when using your dish-
washer for the first time.

4. Fill the salt compartment with salt (D).
Stir with a spoon to speed up the dis-
solution of the salt in the water.

You can put approx. 2 kg of soften-
ing salt in the salt compartment.

1.  When the compartment is full, replace
the lid and close by turning.



Adding salt should be performed

@ just before starting the dishwasher.
In this way, the overflowing brine is
cleaned immediately and the risk of
corrosion inside the dishwasher is
prevented. If you are not going to
wash immediately, run the dish-
washer empty and without deter-
gent in the shortest cycle.

Depending on the different salt
@ particle sizes of different brands on
the market and the water hardness,
it may take several hours for the
salt to dissolve in the water. For
this reason, the "Salt Shortage
Warning Indicator" will remain on
for a certain period of time after the
salt is filled into the dishwasher.

6.5 Detergent

You can use powder, liquid / gel and tablet
detergent in the dishwasher.

Use only detergents intended for

A use in dishwashers. We recom-
mend that you do not use deter-
gents containing chlorine and phos-
phates as these are harmful to the
environment.

Filling the detergent

For good washing and drying results, ob-
serve the instructions on the detergent
packaging. Contact the detergent manufac-
turer for further questions.

Do not put solvents in the detergent
A compartment. There is a risk of ex-
plosion!

Put the detergent in the detergent compart-
ment as follows immediately before start-
ing the dishwasher.

1. Open the detergent compartment door
by pushing the latch to the right (A).(de-

2. Put the specified amount of powder, li-
quid/gel or tablet detergent into the
compartment.

There are level lines on the inside of

@ the detergent compartment to help
you use the correct amount of
powdered detergent. The detergent
compartment holds 45 cm? of de-
tergent when fully loaded. Fill the
detergent compartment up to the
level lines of 15 cm?® or 25 cm? of
detergent, depending on how full
the dishwasher is and/or how dirty
your dishes are. If tablet detergent
is used, one tablet is sufficient.
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3. Close the lid of the detergent compart-

ment by pushing it in the direction of the
arrow. A "click" sound is heard when the

lid is closed.

Since the solubility of tablet deter-
gents varies depending on temper-
ature and time, always use powder
or liquid/gel detergent in short
cycles without pre-wash.

In addition to conventional tablet deter-
gents, there are also tablet detergents on
the market that contain water softening
salt and/or rinse aid. Some of them also
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contain special components such as glass
preservatives and stainless steel preservat-
ives. These tablets work up to a certain wa-
ter hardness level (21°dH). Water softening
salt and rinse aid should be used together
with the tablet detergent above this level.
The best washing performance in dish-
washers is achieved by using detergent,
rinse aid and water softening salt separ-
ately.
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When using tablet detergents, follow the
manufacturer's instructions on the deter-
gent packaging.

When using tablet detergent, contact the
detergent manufacturer if your dishes are
wet when the wash cycle has finished and/
or if you notice limescale stains, especially
on glasses.

When you change from tablet detergent
to powder detergent:

+ Make sure the salt and rinse aid compart-
ment is full.

+ Set the water hardness setting to the
highest position and run a wash cycle
with the dishwasher empty.

+ After the empty wash cycle, read the in-
struction manual and adjust the water
hardness setting again according to your
mains water.

+ Set the appropriate rinse aid setting.

6.6 Rinse aid

The rinse aid used in dishwashers is a spe-
cial compound to improve drying efficiency
and to prevent traces of water or limescale
from remaining on the washed items. For
this reason, make sure that there is rinse
aid in the rinse aid compartment and use
only rinse aid that is intended for use in
dishwashers.

Filling the rinse aid
1. Open the rinse aid cap with the latch.

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2. Fill the compartment to the MAX level.
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3. Close the compartment lid by pressing
it lightly against point (B).
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4. Increase the setting if water marks ap-
pear on the crockery after washing, or
decrease it if a blue mark remains

when wiped by hand. This setting is set

to position 3 at the factory.

The rinse aid setting is described

@ under the heading "Adjusting the
rinse aid quantity" in the operation
of dishwasher section.

Wipe off any rinse aid spilled out-
@ side the chamber. Accidental
spillage of rinse aid will cause

foaming and reduce washing per-
formance.

.7 Parts not suitable for washing in
the dishwasher

Do not wash dishes contaminated with
cigarette ash, wax residue, varnish, paint,
chemicals, etc. in the dishwasher.

+ Do not wash forks, spoons and knives

with wooden or bone handles, glued
parts, non-heat-resistant plastic parts,
copper and pewter utensils in the dish-
washer.

As with hand washing, the dish-
@ washer may discolour and tarnish

decorative prints on porcelain, alu-
minium and silver. Some types of
delicate glass and crystals may
lose their transparency over time.
We recommend that you pay partic-
ular attention to the fact that the
new tableware you buy is appropri-
ate for washing in the dishwasher.

6.8 Placing the dishes in the dish-

washer

If you place the dishes correctly in accord-

+ Place deep containers such as bowls,

glasses and pots with their mouths
downwards. This prevents water from ac-
cumulating in them.

Discarding process will be completed
within 2 minutes and your dishwasher
will beep when it is done.

Function Buttons

When you press the Function Buttons
while selecting a cycle or selecting
delay, you will hear an affirmative beep
if the cycle you selected supports the
function you selected.

considering the type and amount of dirt and
the properties of the dishes to be washed.

Additional functions have been added to

help you save time, water and energy, and
for a more convenient and hygienic wash

with its customisable settings.

Additional functions may alter the
duration of the selected cycle.
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Functions that can be used in

@ washing programmes are shown
with letters such as ‘A, B,D,E,G,FK...’
in the 'Cycle Information and Aver-
age Consumption Values Table’.
You can find instructions on the
use of these functions in the 'Addi-
tional functions' section of the user
manual.

Some auxiliary functions cannot be

@ used together. If the function you
have selected does not show even
though it appears in the "Cycle In-
formation And Average Consump-
tion Values Table", you can activate
it after switching off other auxiliary
functions.

To cancel the child lock:

1. When the dishwasher is on and the door
closed, press and hold the P4 and P5 simul-
taneously after turning on your dishwasher
with the On/Off button to cancel the Child
(Button) Lock.

Delay function

(depends on the model)

If economy billing is applied for electricity
in your region, you can use the delay func-
tion to wash your dishes at the relevant
times.

You can delay the start time of the pro-
gramme you selected by up to 24 hours.
1. With the door closed, first select the
washing cycle and other additional func-
tions, then press the delay button.

2. When you press the delay button, “1h”
will show on the Display Info Line and the
Delay indicator will start to flash.

3. Set the desired period by pressing the
delay button. Each press of the button in-
creases the delay period by 1 hourup to a
total of 24 hours. When you press and hold
the delay button, the time increments in-
crease faster.

4 Press the Start/Pause/Cancel button. The
cycle will start automatically when the
delay period is over.

Changing the settings while the delay

Interior Lighting

In suitable models there is a lamp illuminat-
ing the inside of your dishwasher when the
door is opened.

press the On/Off button and P2 buttons to-
gether for 3 seconds to activate the menu.
2. Navigate to the ‘L.’ position by pressing
the P2 button on the display. Select the de-
sired option with P3 programme button. In-
terior illumination is disabled in the ‘L:0’ po-
sition and enabled in the 'L:1’ position.

3. To save, exit the settings menu by press-
ing the On/Off button for 3 seconds. Your
settings will be saved automatically.

7.3 Functions

Super Rinse function (R)
(model dependent)
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Depending on the type of detergent you
use, it provides the best rinsing perform-
ance by removing the stains that will re-
main on your dishes in case you have deter-
gent dissolution problems.

It can increase the duration of the

@ selected program by 25-35
minutes.

SteamGloss function (E)

(Depending on the model)

This function enhances drying perform-

ance. It may extend the program duration

up to 30 minutes.

SilentWash Function (S)

(model dependent)

The SilentWash function is valid for 3 pro-

grams.

1.Eco

2.Auto

3.Intensive

When these programs are run with silent-

wash, the sound level decreases by 2 DBA

and the washing time is extended up to 68

minutes.

Fast+ function (F)

(model dependent)

It allows the selected program to wash at

higher pressure and temperature, shorten-

ing the washing time and reducing the

amount of water.

Half Load function (Y)

(Depending on the model)

It is used when you want to start your ma-

chine before it is full.

1.Load dishes into the dishwasher as de-

sired.

2.Turn the machine on using the On/Off

button.

3.After selecting the program you want,

press the Half Load button.

In some models, the Half Load
function is activated via the Home-
Whiz application.

4.Close the machine door and start the pro-
gram.

Thanks to the Half Load function, you can
use the upper and lower baskets of your
machine at the same time, saving water
and energy.

7.4 Functions Under the Settings
Menu

(depends on the model)

Additional functions under your dish-
washer’s settings menu depend on the
model.

With the door closed, after turning on your
dishwasher with the On/Off button, you can
enter the Sub-Menu by pressing the On/Off
and P2 program buttons together for 3
seconds. You can reach the function or set-
ting you want to operate by navigating
through the menu with the Program 2 but-
ton.

Change the function or setting you want to
change with the Program 3 button and re-
turn to the selection mode by saving the
settings by pressing the On/Off and Pro-
gram 2 buttons together or by pressing the
On/Off button for 3 seconds.

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7.5 Starting the Cycle

Close your dishwasher's door to start your
dishwasher after selecting the cycle and
additional functions

Dishwasher softens the water as

@ per the hardness of the mains wa-
ter. The washing cycle period may
also change while the program is
being executed as a result of the
room temperature, mains water
temperature and the amount of
dishes.

Care to avoid opening of the door
@ while the dishwasher is being oper-
ated. Be careful as steam may

come out when you open the door
of the dishwasher.

After rinsing, the dishwasher will be

@ quiet for a while in pause mode
then will proceed to the drying step
to drain all the water left on the

dishes and inside the dishwasher
and to clean the water softener.

7.6 Cancelling/Resetting the Pro-
gram

Press the Start / Hold / Cancel the Program
button for 3 seconds while the door is
closed.

After the 3 - 2 - 1 countdown, the display
will show 0:01, wait until the draining pro-
cess is completed.

Discarding process will be completed
within 2 minutes and your dishwasher will
beep when it is done.

Some models are not equipped
@ with a buzzer.

Detergent or rinse aid may remain
@ inside the dishwasher and/or the
dishes being washed as per the

step of the program you have can-
celled.

7.7 Low Salt Warning Indicator

Check the low salt indicator on the screen
of your dishwasher to see if you have
softening salt in your dishwasher. Add salt
to the salt reservoir when the low salt indic-
ator on the display comes on.

The Water Softening System sec-
@ tion describes how to set the water

hardness level.

7.8 Low Rinse Aid Warning Indic-
ator

Check the low rinse aid indicator on the
screen of your dishwasher to see in you
have enough rinse aid in your dishwasher.
Add rinse aid to the rinse aid reservoir
when the low salt indicator on the display
comes on.

7.9 Setting the Rinse Aid Amount

1. With the door closed, first press the On/
Off button to turn on the dishwasher, then
press the On/Off button and P2 buttons to-
gether for 3 seconds to activate the menu.
2. Navigate to the “P” position on the dis-
play by pressing the P2 button.

3. Set a suitable level by selecting one of
the “P:0","P:1","P:2","P:3" or “P:4" positions
with the P3 program button.

4.To save, exit the settings menu by press-
ing the On/Off button for 3 seconds. Your
settings will be saved automatically.
Applies no rinse aid in the P:0 position dur-
ing the washing cycle.

Applies 1 dose of rinse aid in the P:1 posi-
tion.

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7.10 End of Cycle

8 Maintenance and Cleaning

After washing your dishes, keep

@ them inside the dishwasher for ap-
proximately 15 minutes to cool.
Your dishes will dry faster if you
leave the door of your dishwasher
ajar during this time. This will im-
prove the drying efficiency of the
dishwasher

8.1 Maintenance and cleaning

Read “Safety Instructions” section
first!

Before cleaning the machine, un-
plug it and turn off the tap.

Do not use abrasive materials when
cleaning.

For the machine to work efficiently,
@ clean the filters and impellers at

least once a week.

If cleaned at regular intervals, the life of the
product will be extended and frequently en-
countered problems will be reduced.
Cleaning the exterior of the machine
Gently wipe the exterior of your machine
and the door seals with a delicate cleaning
agent and a damp cloth. Wipe the "control
panel” only with a slightly damp cloth.
Cleaning the inside of the machine
Clean the machine monthly by running it at
the highest possible temperature with de-
tergent or special machine cleaning agents.
This will help to remove residues and limes-
cale from the inside of the machine.

If there is water left in the machine, drain
the water in the machine by following the
procedures in the “Cancelling the program”
section. If the water cannot be drained, re-
move the filters as indicated in the “Clean-
ing the filters” section and check if there
are any dirt particles that have accumu-

lated at the bottom of the machine and
blocked the water path, and clean them if
necessary.

8.2 Cleaning the filters

(Depending on Model)

For the machine to work efficiently, clean

the filters at least once a week. Check if

there is any food residue on the filters. If

there is food residue, remove the filters and

clean them thoroughly under the tap.

1. Remove the micro filter and coarse fil-
ter group by turning it counterclock-
wise and pulling it out.

2. Pull the metal/plastic filter (3) out of its
place.
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3. Press the two tabs on the coarse filter
inwards to separate the coarse filter
from the assembly.

4. Clean all three filters under the tap with

a brush.

Replace the metal/plastic filter.

6. Place the coarse filter into the micro fil-
ter. Make sure it is properly seated.
Turn clockwise until you hear a click.

The machine should not be used
without a filter.

Failure to install the filters correctly
will reduce washing effectiveness.

Intensive cleaning agents such as bleach
are used. >>> The protective layer on
metal surfaces gets damaged when it
comes into contact with cleaning agents
such as bleach, and thus loses its effect
over time. Do not wash your dishes with
bleach. If you want to wash your dishes
using bleach, your dishwasher shall have
a special equipment and a function that
allows washing with bleach. With this
equipment and function, the appropriate
amount of bleach shall be taken into the
washing environment in the right step,
then we may benefit from its hygienic ef-
fect and rinse the dishes in the best way.
Metal items, such as knives in particular,
were used outside of their intended use.
>>> |f the knives are used for purposes
such as opening the cans, the protective
layer on their ends shall be damaged.

Cutlery are made of low quality stainless
steel. >>> It is inevitable that such items
will rust, thus they shall not be washed in
the dishwashers.

Previously rusted kitchenware are
washed in the dishwasher. >>> Rust on a
corroded item may migrate to other
stainless steel surfaces during washing
and cause rust to appear on those sur-
faces, too.

Patterned glasses and porcelain items
with a pattern on the glaze are not suit-
able for washing in the dishwasher.

Kitchenware and accessories made of
aluminium or that contain aluminium
shall not be washed in the dishwasher.
