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These instructions are to ensure your safety by reducing the risk of fire, electrical shock or injury when using
your freezer.

1. BEFORE USING YOUR FREEZER
1.1. Remove the exterior and interior packing.

1.2.  Before connecting the freezer to the power source, let it stand upright for approximately 4 hours.

This will reduce the possibility of a malfunction in the cooling system from improper handling
during transportation.

1.3.  This appliance is designed to be free standing only, and should not be recessed or built-in.

1.4.  For the cooling unit to wark efficiently, your freezer should be located in a dry atmosphere, out
of direct sunlight and away from extreme temperatures.

1.5.  Keep 5 inch space from the wall for proper ventilation. It is necessary that Back Condenser be
kept cool through ventilation.

1.6.  Adjust the feet to keep the freezer level.

1.7.  Locate the freezer away from direct sunlight and sources of heat (stave, heater, radiator, etc.).
Direct sunlight may affect the acrylic coating and heat sources may increase electrical consumption.

1.8.  Avoid locating the freezer in moist areas.
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1.8.  After plugging the appliance into a wall outlet, turn the unit on and allow the unit to cool down for
2-3 hours before placing foad in the freezer compartment.

2. ELECTRIC CONNECTION

Improper use of the gruuhﬂéd plug can result in the risk of electrical shock. If the power cord ;
s damaged, have it replaced by an authorized service center. e

2.1.  The power cord of this freezer is equipped with a three-prong plug which mates with standard
three prong wall outlets to minimize the possibility of electrical shock.

2.2.  Dawlance Vertical Freezers are designed for 220v, 50 Hz A.C supply and will function perfectly

on valtage range of 200 v to 240 v. If voltage at your premises &t any time is beyond this range,
use a suitable voltage stabilizer.

2.3. Even proper voltage at your mains may not reach your freezer due to inadequate wire size, joint
in the wiring or overloaded circuit. Remember! low or high voltage or poor wiring will shorten the

life of compressor due to overheating. It is advisable to maintain a separate wiring far this
appliance.

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2.4.  Never unplug the freezer by pulling the power cord. Always grip the plug firmly and pull straight
out from the receptacle.

2.5. Do not use an extension cord with this appliance. If the power cord is tag short, have a qualified
electrician or service technician install an outlet near the appliance.

EARTHING

It is essential that the appliance be connected to an efficient earth outlet. For this purpose the Power
Cord incorporates special earth contact. |f the sockets of your domestic wiring are not earthed, please
get the appliances connected to the Separate earth system by a qualified electrician. A separate Ground
Wire can be used for earthing, if necessary.

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Fallowing are the important maintenance tips:
Upon installation of your new appliance, it is recommended that it be cleaned thoroughly.
Turn off the freezer first and then unplug the unit from the wall outlet.

Wash the inside with a damp warm cloth soaked in lukewarm water and baking soda solution or mild
soap.

Be sure to keep the door gasket (seal] clean to keep the unit running efficiently.
The outside of the freezer should be cleaned with mild detergent and warm water.
Dry the interior and exterior with a soft cloth.

The compressor and condenser at rear should also be cleaned of dust occasionally using a brush,
but make sure the freezer is unplugged when you do this.

If the appliance will not be used for several months, remove all the food and unplug the power cord.
Clean and dry the interior thoroughly. To prevent odor and mald growth, leave the door open slightly.

Caution:
Remember to first switch off and pu]iwciut the fﬁ'l'ug.

Uo not use detergents which will leave an odor or abrasive powders on the interior, as these will
damage the finish.

LEVELING VERTICAL FREEZER

Use the leveling foot to make sure that the freezer is leaning slightly backwards. Hence water will not
come out and it will also help in keeping the freezer stationary. To move, turn leveling foot anti-clackwise
and push freezer backward / forward.

OPERATING YOUR FREEZER

This vertical freezer is designed to store edible food stuff. The appliance is designed to work 16°C tg
43°C ambient temperature. Appliance may not work efficiently outside this temperature range.

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Your vertical freezer has one control far regulating the temperature. The temperature control is located
on the upper right hand corner of the interior compartment,

* The first time you turn the unit on, adjust the temperature control knab to 9" and run far at least 2 hours
before putting foods inside. This will ensure the cabinet is thoroughly chilled before food is put in.

- Use top most compartment for seafood or food that need higher storage temperature range
-4°Cto-8°C.

© The range of the freezer temperature control is from position "1" the warmest to "5" the coldest. Adjust

the temperature control to the setting that best suits your needs. The setting of "3" should be appropriate
for domestic use,

Note

+ Use voltage stabilizer if you have continuous voltage fluctuations. Freezer may nat wark properly in low
voltage conditions.

* Large amounts of food will lower the cooling efficiency of the appliance.

* If you choose to change the thermostat setting, adjust thermostat cantrol by one increment at a time.
Allow several hours for temperature ta stabilize between adjustments,

6.2. Defrosting

6.2.1. Frost accumulates on the cooling surfaces during normal working and should occasionally be
removed by scrapper.

6.2.2. Following are the helpful tips for defrosting.

+ For the most efficient operation and minimum energy consumption, defrost the freezer when the
frost is excessive or 1 /4 to 1 /2 inch thick.

- Choose a time when the stock of frozen food is low.

- Unplug the freezer and leave the freezer door open.,
- Remove the frozen food fram the freezer and place itin a cooler to protect the food.,

© Place a suitable container to collect the defrost water.

6.2.3. Defrosting can be speeded up by putting bawls of hat (not; boiling) water in the freezer and loosening
the frost with any plastic scraper.

After defrosting, clean and dry the interior.
* Plug in and adjust the temperature control knob as needed.
Allow the cabinet to cool for one hour before returning food to the freezer.

Caution

Do not use boiling water because it may damage the plastic parts. In addition, never use a sharp
or metallic instrument to remove frost as it may damage the cooling coils and will void the warra nty.
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THE FREEZER COMPARTMENT
Your Dawlance Vertical Freezer has two types of compartments:

Package Frozen / Seafood Compartment

The top compartment is designed to store sea food and pizza dough which is delicate and should be
stored in temperature range between -4°C to -8°C.

Frozen Food Compartment

Remaining compartments have -18°C to-21°C temperature which is suitable for all other food long
term storage.

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Freezing Fresh Food

Fresh food should be frozen quickly so that ice crystals are kept as small as possible to prevent
damaging the structure of food. Slow freezing can create large ice crystals in food that affects
food quality upon defrosting. Food should be stored in contact with freezer drawer. In case of
multiple packets, they should be kept at some distance to allow proper cold air circulation.

Freezer drawer have safety mechanism which is kept in inclined position but fixed from rare end.

You may lift to open the drawer and pull all the way out to remove it. Re-fix by reversing the
procedure.

It is advisable not to refreeze thawed faod. Regularly used faod (meat, chicken) should be stored

in small packs that can be sufficient for complete consumpticn in single serving.

Do not touch/remove the frozen food using wet hands. It may cause frast burns.

Packed Frozen Fuﬁﬂ

Pre packed commercially frozen food should be stored in accordance with the manufacturer's

instructions fora "= 4 star frozen food compartment and should be put in the freezer as soon
as possible after purchase.

Your freezer provides for long term storage which generally means up to 3 months but the

length of the time can vary and it is important to follow the recommended times shown on packets
of commercially frozen food.

Do not place sealed containers or carbonated liquids such as fizzy drinks into the freezer as it
creates pressure on the container which may cause it to explode resulting to damage to the
freezer.

Ice cubes and ice lollies should not be consumed immediately after removal from the freezer or it
may result in low temperature skin abrasions.

Hint & Tips

Any opened packets of frozen food, should be rewrapped in airtight materials to prevent surface
evaporation which causes drying or ,freezer burn.

Frozen food which thawed accidentally should either be used immediately or thrown away. Alternatively.

If the food is uncooked and has not been completely defrosted it can be cooked and then refrozen,

Check dates on packets and rotate food regularly. Although storage longer than recommended is not
harmful, flavors and textures begin to change.

HINTS AND TIPS

A thermostat controls the compressor, and you will hear a faint 'click’' when the thermostat cuts in
and out.

Keep the time between buying chilled food and placing it in your fridge as short as possible.
Do not push food together too much; try to allow air to circulate around each item.
Do not store food uncovered.

Ensure that food placed in the freezer is dated and labeled and used in date order to ensure that food
is consumed at its best.

Always leave warm food to cool down to room temperature before placing in the freezer.

Try to avoid keeping the door open for long periods, or opening the door too frequently as warm air
will enter the cabinet, and cause the compressor to switch on unnecessarily often.

IN THE EVENT OF A POWER FAILURE

If there is a power failure during the storage of frozen foods, keep the door closed. In case of prolong
power failure following are the guidelines after inspecting frozen food condition

lce Cream: Once thawed should be discarded.

Fruit and Vegetables: If soft should be cooked and used up.

Bread and Cakes: Can be refrozen without danger.

Cooked Dishes: should be used up or refrigerated.

Large Pieces of Meat: Can be re-frozen providing there are ice crystals remaining within them.

Small meat pieces/ Joints: Should be cooked and then re-frozen as cooked dishes.

Chicken: Should be cooked and re-frozen as a fresh dish.

ENERGY SAVING TIPS

The freezer should be located in the coolest area of the room, away from heat producing appliances
or heating ducts, and out of the direct sunlight.

Let hot foods cool to room temperature before placing in the freezer. Overloading the freezer forces
the compressor to run longer. Foods that freeze too slowly may lose quality, or spoil.

Be sure to wrap foods properly, and wipe containers dry before placing them in the freezer. This cuts
down on frost build-up inside the freezer.

Organize and label food to reduce door openings and extended searches. Remove as many items as
needed at one time, and close the door as soon as possible.
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
